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Alberta Premier's Solo Meeting with Trump
Sparks Debate on Canada's Unified Approach

Alberta Premier Danielle
Smith’s recent meeting with U.S.
President-elect Donald Trump at
his Mar-a-Lago estate has raised
concerns about the potential risks
of provinces negotiating
independently, especially in light
of Trump’s looming tariff threats.
Smith’s conversation with Trump,
described as “constructive,”
focused on the potential for
exemptions on Canadian crude oil
from the anticipated 25% tariffs
on Canadian goods. While she
emphasized the importance of the
U.S.-Canada relationship,

political analysts warn that her
solo approach might undermine
a united “Team Canada” strategy
in handling the trade dispute.
Political scientist Lisa Young from
the University of Calgary voiced
concerns about Smith’s solo
negotiation, noting that Alberta’s
pursuit of carve-outs for oil could
create divisions that weaken
Canada’s overall position. Mount
Royal University’s Lori Williams
also stressed the importance of
provincial unity in dealing with
Trump'’s tariff policies. Without a
coordinated front, Williams

argued, Canada risks becoming
more vulnerable. On the other
hand, some provincial leaders,
like B.C. Conservative Leader
John Rustad, have supported
Smith’s independent efforts,
criticizing the lack of
coordination in Ottawa. Laura
Jones, president of the B.C.
Business Council, defended
Smith’s actions, suggesting that
while not all premiers need to
meet with Trump, leveraging each
province’s unique strengths is
crucial for advancing regional
interests.

Nearly 50,000 International Students in Canada
Reported as No-Shows, Raising Concerns

Close to 50,000 international
students with study permits in
Canada were reported as “no-
shows” at the colleges and
universities where they were
supposed to study, according
to data from Immigration,
Refugees and Citizenship
Canada (IRCC) for March and
April 2024. This figure
represents 6.9% of the total
international students tracked
during that period.

Compliance and Non-
Compliance Rates

Institutions are required to
report twice a year on the
enrollment status of
international students to ensure
compliance with visa
conditions. The report revealed
that while 89.8% of international
students adhered to their study
permits, 6.9% were non-
compliant, and 3.3% had
unreported statuses. India
accounted for the highest
number of non-compliant

representing 5.4% of Indian
students in Canada. Other
notable figures included China
(6.4% non-compliance), Nigeria
(10.7%), and Rwanda (48.1%).
Potential Causes and
Implications
Many no-show students are

residency rather than crossing
into the U.S., according to
Henry Lotin, a former federal
economist. However,
investigations are underway
into alleged links between
some Canadian colleges and
illegal smuggling operations

acknowledged an increase in
visa exploitation and smuggling
networks, prompting stricter

for Reform

Experts have highlighted
discrepancies between IRCC
figures and Statistics Canada’s
data, suggesting that the
number of unaccounted
international students may be
higher than reported. The lack
of transparency in tracking has
raised concerns about system
vulnerabilities. To combat
abuse, Winnipeg immigration
lawyer David Matas suggested
limiting applicants to Canadian-
regulated lawyers and
consultants. Meanwhile,
Conservative immigration critic
Tom Kmiec blamed government
mismanagement for the growing
issues within the immigration
system.

In the
fiscal year 2023-24 alone, at least 15,474 indi-
viduals passed away while on wait lists, a num-
ber that could double due to incomplete data from
several provinces, including Quebec, Alberta,
Newfoundland and Labrador, and Manitoba. This
alarming trend sheds light on a critical gap in
Canada’s health-care system despite record
spending levels. SecondStreet.org gathered data
from 12 health bodies across seven provinces
through Freedom of Information requests. The
findings revealed that 11,682 deaths occurred
while patients awaited diagnhostic scans, and
3,792 occurred during waits for surgeries. Some
patients faced delays of up to 14 years. While
surgical wait-list deaths decreased in Ontario
from the previous year, with 1,935 deaths in 2023-
24, thousands still died awaiting care, underscor-
ing the system’s inefficiencies. The report high-
lights the lack of systematic data tracking for
wait-list deaths across Canada. Often, such in-

Patients are not only
dying while awaiting life-saving treatments like
heart surgeries but also enduring prolonged suf-
fering for procedures like hip replacements and
cataract surgeries. Chronic pain and reduced
mobility severely diminish the quality of life, leav-
ing many to pass away in distressing circum-
stances. Canada’s health-care spending reached
$372 billion in 2024, making it one of the highest
globally. However, wait times for priority proce-
dures like hip replacements and cancer treat-
ments are longer now than before the pandemic.

The report urges policymakers to dis-
close wait-list death data annually and adopt
evidence-based reforms modeled on better-per-
forming universal health systems in Europe.

In a culture where assertiveness is often
mischaracterized for racialized women, Zahra
Khozema, a Toronto-based journalist, explores a
complex and provocative idea: learning from the
so-called “Karen.” For Khozema, who was raised
in a South Asian household where obedience often
took precedence over confrontation, the
stereotypical Karen—the often-ridiculed emblem
of entitlement—represents an opportunity to
reclaim confidence and demand fairness in daily
interactions. Khozema's journey highlights the
unique challenges racialized women face when
advocating for themselves. Research underscores
these difficulties; a 2022 Harvard Business School

study found that customer service often favors white
customers over Black or Asian patrons. In Canada,
similar patterns persist, with racial profiling
affecting visible minorities in banks, stores, and
other public spaces. This context makes even
minor confrontations, like correcting a coffee order,
feel daunting for many women of color. In her
reflection, Khozema acknowledges the nuances
of the Karen archetype, which ranges from extreme
entitlement to simple assertiveness. Her goal,
however, is not to adopt the toxic traits of the
stereotype but to find a balance: the ability to stand
up for her rights without being dismissed as
aggressive or uncivilized.

Trump Dismisses Need for Canadian Exports, Experts Highlight Economic Realities

U.S. president-elect Donald Trump re-
cently claimed that the United States
doesn’t need Canadian goods, singling
out cars, lumber, and dairy, during a
news conference at his Mar-a-Lago es-
tate. However, trade experts and indus-
try figures are pushing back, emphasiz-
ing Canada’s vital role in meeting U.S.
demand for these products. In 2023,
Canadian exports to the U.S. totaled
nearly $418.6 billion USD, according to
the U.S. Census Bureau, making Canada
the country’s top trading partner. Addi-

tionally, Canada supplies over half of
the U.S.’s imported oil and 25% of its
softwood lumber, both of which are criti-
cal to American industries.
Automotive Industry Depen-
dence

Trump dismissed the need for Ca-
nadian-made vehicles, suggesting U.S.
auto production could be entirely do-
mestic. While feasible in theory, experts
argue it's economically impractical. Ca-
nadian plants, operated by Ford, Gen-
eral Motors, and Stellantis, produced

over 1.5 million vehicles in 2023, with
80% exported to the U.S. Flavio Volpe,
president of the Automotive Parts Manu-
facturers’ Association, noted that dis-
mantling cross-border supply chains de-
veloped over decades would cost bil-
lions and take years. “This isn’t some-
thing that can be done by snapping your
fingers,” said Dimitry Anastakis, a pro-
fessor at the University of Toronto. Mov-
ing operations stateside would lead to
higher costs for consumers and a po-
tential recession in the North American

auto industry.
Lumber Industry Challenges

Trump also claimed the U.S.
doesn’t need Canadian lumber, despite
25% of its softwood lumber supply com-
ing from Canada. Experts, including
forestry consultant Russ Taylor,
pointed out that U.S. mills are already
operating at 85% capacity, and in-
creasing domestic production wouldn’t
cover the shortfall. “There’s simply no
way for the U.S. to meet its lumber de-
mand without Canada,” said Taylor.

Mixed Signals from U.S.
Leadership

Trump’s stance on Canada
oscillates between derision and
desire. He has downplayed
Canada’s contributions to the
U.S., claiming, “We don’t need
their cars, lumber, or dairy,” while
lamenting trade deficits and pro-
posing tariffs on key Canadian
exports like oil and gas. Yet,
alongside these dismissals,
Trump has floated the idea of
Canada becoming the 51st state,
first as a jest and later with in-

creasing seriousness. Adding to
the tension, Republican Rep.
Brandon Gill of Texas described
Trump’s annexation rhetoric as

a compliment, suggesting Cana-
dians “should be honored” by the
offer to join the U.S. fold. These
comments have fueled concerns
about the intentions behind
Trump’s economic threats and
his broader geopolitical ambi-
tions.

Economic and Border
Pressures
Canada’s leaders have
scrambled to respond to Trump’s

Fort Drum houses 31,000 troops,
with additional deployments
planned, raising questions about
the strategic implications of
Trump’s rhetoric. Complicating
matters, no NATO ally has offered
concrete support for Canada
against Trump’s assertions.
Even rebukes from European na-
tions like Denmark have been lim-
ited, leaving Canada isolated in
its resistance. Iran’s offer of as-
sistance, likely intended as a

Lessons from the Past,
Worries for the Future
Trump’s tactics evoke

memories of his 2018 tariff war
with Canada, which eventually
ended after retaliatory mea-
sures. However, the newly
emboldened Trump of 2025 ap-
pears more determined, lever-
aging both economic threats
and political influence to re-
shape the North American dy-
namic. As Canada grapples
with these pressures, analysts
warn against dismissing
Trump’s rhetoric as bluster. His
statements about annexation,
though once framed as jokes,
now carry a tone of growing se-
riousness. For Canadians, vigi-
lance and strategic prepared-
ness may be the only safe-
guards against an increasingly
assertive neighbor.

Robert Falconer, a migra-
tion researcher at the Univer-
sity of Calgary, highlighted
economic pressures and re-
cent policy shifts as key driv-
ers of dissatisfaction. Inflation,
the lingering effects of COVID-
19, and federal restrictions on
immigration targets and per-
mits are pushing more tempo-
rary residents, such as inter-
national students and foreign
workers, to leave. “We're likely
to see an increase in out-mi-
gration among those on tem-
porary status,” said Falconer.

Trump Eyes Economic Emergency to Impose 25% Tariffs on Canada; What's at Stake

With U.S. president-elect Donald Trump set
to take office, his escalating rhetoric toward
Canada has sparked serious concerns about the
potential imposition of 25% tariffs on Canadian
goods. Trump has suggested declaring a
national emergency under the International
Economic Emergency Powers Act (IEEPA) to
justify these sweeping measures, linking them
to border security and drug trafficking issues.
Legal Tools in Trump’s Arsenal Greta Peisch,
former general counsel for the U.S. Trade
Representative, explained that IEEPA could
provide Trump with the authority to control
economic transactions after declaring a national
emergency. While no president has used this
statute for tariffs, Trump’s previous threats to

Mexico under IEEPA highlight its potential as a
“new tool in the tariff toolbox.” Trump’s team is
also reportedly considering other legal
mechanisms, including the Trade Act of 1974,
used for tariffs on China, and the Trade
Expansion Act of 1962, which targeted Canadian
steel and aluminum.

Ontario’s Doctor Shortage Sparks Desperate Scenes as Hundreds Line Up n Walkerton

In a stark illustration of Ontario’s healthcare
crisis, more than a thousand residents of
Walkerton, a small town in Bruce County,
braved frigid temperatures on January 15, 2025,
in hopes of securing a spot on the patient list
for a new family doctor. The event, hosted at
the local Royal Canadian Legion, saw lines
forming as early as 2 a.m., with only 500
openings available.

A Healthcare Crisis in Rural Ontario
Walkerton's newest doctor, Dr. Mitchell Currie,
is one of the few physicians setting up a
practice in a rural community where primary
care is scarce. The town’s residents expressed
relief and frustration, reflecting on years spent
without a family doctor. Many attendees, like
Jacqueline Simoes, had relied on emergency
departments for basic care, enduring long waits

for prescription refills and referrals. “The fact
that there are so many of my neighbors and
friends without a family physician speaks
volumes about our healthcare system,”
Simoes said.
Desperation and Competition

For many, securing one of the coveted 500
patient slots felt akin to winning the lottery.
Dave and Cheryle Barns, who arrived hours
before dawn, celebrated being second and third
in line. Meanwhile, others like Rula Smith
faced additional challenges. Smith stood in the
cold while her husband, unable to navigate icy
streets in a wheelchair, waited in their car. This
scene is not unique to Walkerton. According
to the Ontario Medical Association (OMA), 2.5
million Ontarians lack access to a family
doctor, up from 1.8 million in 2020.
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Toronto Police Inspector Temporarily Demoted
Over Nephew’s Collision Investigation

Toronto Police Inspector Joyce
Schertzer has been demoted to the rank
of staff sergeant for nine months follow-

ing disciplinary action over her involve-
ment in a collision investigation involv-
ing her nephew. The penalty was an-
nounced on Monday by retired OPP Su-
perintendent Lisa Taylor during a disci-
plinary tribunal hearing.
Misconduct and Investigation
Details
The incident occurred on May 1, 2022,
when Schertzer’'s nephew crashed his
pickup truck into a city-owned utility pole
on Lake Shore Boulevard. Tribunal docu-
ments revealed that Schertzer, while on
duty at 11 Division, arranged for an of-
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ficer from her division to respond to the
crash, bypassing standard protocols.
Schertzer also attended the scene in per-

son, later claiming she mistakenly be-
lieved the collision occurred within 11
Division’s jurisdiction. The officer inves-
tigating the collision allowed Schertzer’s
nephew, a G2-licensed driver, to leave
the scene within 10 minutes. This expe-
dited process left no opportunity to as-
sess whether alcohol could have been a
contributing factor, though there was no
evidence of impairment. Schertzer de-
fended her actions, stating she observed
no signs of alcohol use in her nephew.
Tribunal Findings and Rationale The tri-
bunal found Schertzer guilty of discred-
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itable conduct and neglect of duty, em-
phasizing that her actions could be per-
ceived as favoritism toward family mem-
bers. Taylor noted that
the public would expect
high-ranking officers to
uphold stricter standards
of conduct, adding that
Schertzer’'s decision to
turn off her body-worn
camera for a private con-
versation with the inves-
tigating officer would
likely “shock” the aver-
age citizen. While the tri-

Gurpreet Singh came to Canada as an
international studentin 2018 and eventu-
ally settled in Saskatchewan, where he
found a job that helped him gain perma-
nent residency.

Community Concerns and
Call for Answers

Andre Fullerton, an advisor
with the Black Empowerment
Unit, voiced alarm over the lack
of clarity surrounding these
disappearances. While recent
insights from police services
suggested these youths were
not being abducted, Fullerton
stressed the need for research
to understand why so many
young people are leaving their
homes. “Knowing they weren't
being taken or abducted eased
some concerns, but it raises
other questions,” said Fullerton.
“We need to understand the root
causes behind their departures.”

Petition for Increased
Attention

Toronto multimedia producer
Shana McCalla launched a
petition in December urging
greater public, police, and media
focus on the issue. The petition,
nearing 50% of its 5,000-
signature goal, calls for law
enforcement to prioritize these
cases, media outlets to amplify
their stories, and public

resources, such as Amber Alerts,
to be used effectively. “If we do
nothing, we risk losing these
boys forever,” the petition reads.
McCalla pointed out that
reports of missing boys seemed
to surge around the holidays,
fueling concerns about
systemic issues and overlooked
causes.
Police Response and
Data

Toronto Police Service
(TPS) acknowledged the
community’s concerns while
clarifying that 96% of missing
persons cases are resolved. Of
the 200 youths aged 12 to 17
reported missing in Toronto in
2024, 110 were Black.
Currently, four Black boys
remain missing: 17-year-old
Makhei, 15-year-olds Malachi
and Caleb, and 13-year-old
Kyman. TPS Senior
Communications Advisor
Nadine Ramadan emphasized
the police’s commitment to
locating these youths and

ensuring their safety, stating,
“Even one missing youth is too
many.” Peel Regional Police
and Durham Regional Police
also participated in the
discussions, with Peel officials
affirming their support for
investigations across regions.
Durham police confirmed two
unrelated missing boys in their

jurisdiction.
Upcoming Community
Meetings
The Brampton Black

Empowerment Unit plans to
hold additional town halls to
address the issue and seek
solutions.

The next meetings are
scheduled for January 16 at
Revival Time Tabernacle in
North York and January 23 at
Brampton City Hall. Community
leaders, advocates, and law
enforcement continue to call for
collaboration to address the
underlying causes of these
disappearances and ensure the
safety of all youth in the GTA.

Toronto Mayor Olivia Chow Proposes 6.9% Tax Hike to Fund Enhanced Services

Toronto Mayor Olivia Chow unveiled
her proposed 2025 budget, which
includes a 6.9% property tax increase
aimed at improving public services and
addressing the city’s financial challenges.
The increase comprises a 5.4% property
tax hike and a 1.5% city-building fund levy,
translating to an additional $5.50 per week
for the average homeowner.

Funding Priorities for 2025

Chow emphasized that the proposed
budget prioritizes public transit,
emergency services, affordable housing,
and enhanced community amenities. Key
improvements include: Public Transit:
More reliable and frequent TTC service.
Libraries and Pools: Extended hours for

libraries and public pools, particularly
during summer months. Housing and
Tenant Protections: Increased spending
on affordable housing programs and
measures to protect tenants. Emergency
Services: Expanded funding for policing
and emergency response. “This proposed
budget will mean change in Torontonians’
lives today,” Chow said, acknowledging
the financial pressures faced by
residents amid rising living costs. Recent
Tax Hikes and Financial Challenges The
2025 tax hike follows a historic 9.5%
increase last year and a 7% rise in 2023,
resulting in a cumulative 24% increase
for municipal taxpayers over three years.
Despite the previous hikes, the city

continues to face significant fiscal
pressures, including a $1.2 billion
“opening pressure” to maintain current
service levels. Toronto is legally required
by Ontario law to present a balanced
budget by February, meaning it cannot
run a deficit.
Budget Breakdown and Long-
Term Plans

The proposed budget includes $18.8
billion in operating expenses and
outlines a record-breaking 10-year
capital plan with nearly $60 billion in
planned spending, much of it directed
toward addressing the city’s significant
state-of-good-repair backlog.

Highlights of the budget include:

Once seen as a beacon for
immigrants seeking stability
and opportunity, Canada is
increasingly viewed as an
expensive and often
unattainable destination for
newcomers. Stories like those
of Iranian couple Hamed
Heydarzadeh and Mansooreh
Fereidooni highlight the
difficulties many face in
achieving permanent residency
(PR) and the emotional and
financial toll of navigating
Canada’s evolving immigration
policies.

A Frustrating Journey for

Permanent Residency

Heydarzadeh and
Fereidooni moved to Canada in
2020, leaving behind their
assets and careers in Iran for a
chance at a better life. Five
years and $50,000 later, their
path to PR remains uncertain.
Delays, policy changes, and
complications related to
Heydarzadeh’'s mandatory
military service in Iran have left
the couple in limbo. With his
employer set to close,
Heydarzadeh’s PR application
hangs in the balance, forcing
him to consider moving to

another country. The Financial
Burden of Immigration Many
newcomers echo similar
sentiments, citing high costs
and limited opportunities.

security and data privacy in Canada.

The U.S. TikTok Ban: What's Happening?

The TikTok ban, passed into law in April 2024,
was included in an aid package supporting
Ukraine, Israel, and Taiwan. American lawmakers
argue that ByteDance, TikTok’s China-based
parent company, could be compelled to share
user data with the Chinese government under
China’s National Intelligence Law. TikTok denies
these claims and has vowed to fight the ban in
court, calling it an unconstitutional overreach.

Ifimplemented, the ban would remove TikTok from
app stores like Apple’s and Google’s, preventing new
downloads in the U.S., while existing users could still
access the app. Additionally, internet hosting services
would be barred from supporting TikTok.

How Could This Affect Canadian Users?

In Canada, TikTok was banned from government-
issued devices nearly two years ago, citing similar
national security concerns. While the app remains
accessible to the general public, a U.S. ban could
influence Canadian policy. Prime Minister Justin Trudeau
has emphasized prioritizing the privacy and security of

noted that Canada often aligns its actions with the
U.S. in such matters, making a similar ban likely if
TikTok remains a security concern.

The Broader Implications of a Ban

Experts caution that banning TikTok alone won't
resolve broader issues of data security. Social media
platforms worldwide, including U.S.-based apps, col-
lect vast amounts of user data with limited transpar-
ency. Philip Mai of Toronto Metropolitan University’s
Social Media Lab argues that the focus should shift
to strengthening cybersecurity and privacy policies
rather than targeting individual platforms.

Even seemingly harmless apps, such as fithess
trackers, have unintentionally exposed sensitive data.

Renters in Canada may welcome
news of declining average rents, but
those eyeing Victoria may face a
different reality. The average asking rent
for residential properties across Canada
dropped by 3.2 per cent in 2024, falling
to $2,109 in December, according to
Rentals.ca’s January 2025 Rent Report.
This marks a 17-month low and the first
annual decline since 2020, when rents
decreased by 5.4 per cent during the
COVID-19 pandemic.

December 2024 marked the fifth
consecutive month of rent declines.
Between September and December of
last year, average asking rents fell by
3.8 per cent, indicating a steepening
decline for rents heading into 2025.
(Rentals.ca) This news may come as
refreshing for renters as the report notes
that rents in recent years had grown by
8.6 per cent in 2023 and 12.1 per cent
in 2022. In British Columbia, the
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average asking rent for apartments
dipped by 0.5 per cent to $2,487,
marking the second consecutive year of
declines after a 1.4 per cent decrease
in 2023.Giacomo Ladas, associate
director of communications at
Rentals.ca, attributes the trend to
additional housing supply entering the
market, helping to alleviate the long-
standing national housing crisis. “There's
been a multi-decade high in apartment
completions,” said Ladas. “We've seen
a lot of supply come into the market,
which is probably the number one
reason why the rents are going down.”
Another factor, Ladas added, may be
linked to a country-wide slowdown in
population growth subsequently leading
to a decreasing demand for rental units.

He added that these figures could also
be indicative of a shift in renter’s
preferences amid challenging economic
times. “People are now prioritizing
affordability much more than
accessibility, and they are just not
prioritizing living in these downtown
metro cores as much where rentis ata
premium. We're seeing a lot of
interprovincial migration [and] we're
seeing people go to secondary or tertiary
markets.” Vancouver, still topping this
year’s list as Canada’s most expensive
rental market, saw a 5.8 per cent
decline, marking its second consecutive
year of decreases. “People are frankly
moving out [of Vancouver],” said Ladas.
“Property managers and developers are
adding a lot more moving incentives to

their rental units to try to get people into
their buildings.” Despite the national
downward trend, Victoria continues to
see rent increases across all unit types.
The average rent in the city reached
$2,362 at the end of 2024, reflecting a
three per cent overall increase. Studio
apartments saw an eight per cent rise,
while two-bedroom units jumped four per
cent. This may be attributed to the city’s
bullish employment market, which
outperformed both B.C. and Canada
at the end of 2024, Ladas
said.“Unlike other areas across the
country, Victoria's unemployment
rates have been pretty low. [This]
really affects the cost of rent, how
much money people have and how
much people can ask for.”Ladas also

noted that vacancy rates in the cap|tal
city, which are higher than in Vancouver,
have reached their highest level since
2013, quoting the Canada Mortgage and
Housing Corporation. The addition of
brand new apartments to the rental
market naturally drives up the city’s
averages, explained Ladas, noting this
trend is “reflective of a healthier rental
ecosystem.” “Demand is still pretty
high, but there has been an influx of new
rental units that have increased the
amount of options people have.” The
report concluded that B.C. and Ontario
continued to have the highest average
rents nationwide. Meanwhile, Manitoba
recorded the largest annual rent
increase among provinces, with a 5 per
centrise to $1,618.
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Trudeau Vows Strong and Fair
Response to Looming Trump Tariffs

Premiers Divided Over
Energy Retaliation

The meeting revealed sig-
nificant divisions among
Canada’s premiers. Alberta
Premier Danielle Smith op-
posed energy export cuts,
warning such measures could
harm her province’s economy.
Smith, who attended the meet-

ing virtually, did not sign onto
the federal government’s plan
and has aligned herself with
Trump’s administration, at-
tending his upcoming inaugu-
ration. In contrast, Ontario Pre-
mier Doug Ford supported a

firm retaliatory stance, advo-
cating for “tough retaliatory tar-
iffs” and emphasizing national
unity. Saskatchewan Premier
Scott Moe also voiced con-
cerns, labeling a broad-based
tariff war as counterproductive.
Meanwhile, Newfoundland and
Labrador Premier Andrew
Furey and Quebec Premier
Francois Legault called for a
strategic and proportional re-
sponse to Trump’s tariffs.
Trump’s Tariff Threat
and Canada’s Position
The U.S. tariff proposal,
linked to demands for tighter
Canadian border security, has
raised alarm among Canadian
leaders and businesses. The
tariffs could target sectors like
Ontario’s auto manufacturing,
an issue Trudeau highlighted
during the meeting. Canada’s
retaliatory measures during

Trump’s first term included
$16.6 billion in tariffs, but this
new threat is expected to have
broader implications. Trudeau
stated his support for dollar-
for-dollar retaliatory tariffs but
stressed the priority is to pre-
vent the tariffs altogether. He
also hinted at potential energy
embargoes, a measure Ford
has endorsed but Smith has
rejected. Economic Fallout
and Business Concerns Ca-
nadian businesses have ex-
pressed deep concerns about
the potential impact of a trade
war. The Canadian Manufac-
turers and Exporters (CME)
group warned that U.S. tariffs
would severely disrupt supply
chains, weaken Canada’s in-
dustrial base, and threaten
thousands of jobs. The Cana-
dian Federation of Indepen-
dent Business (CFIB) echoed

these fears, warning that tar-
iffs could force two-thirds of
small businesses to raise
prices, further straining con-
sumers. Both organizations
have called for government in-
tervention, including tariff relief,
investment incentives, and re-
ducing regulatory burdens to
keep Canadian businesses
competitive.
Calls for Broader Col-
laboration

NDP Leader Jagmeet Singh
has urged the government to
take a more inclusive approach
by involving federal party leaders,
Indigenous organizations, labor
unions, and industry stakehold-
ers in discussions. Singh sug-
gested halting critical mineral ex-
ports to the U.S. as a retaliatory
measure, arguing it would pres-
sure Trump to reconsider the tar-
iffs.

Amazon to Close Seven Quebec Warehouses,

Eliminating 1,700 Jobs Amid Unionization Controversy

Amazon has announced the closure of
all seven of its warehouses in Quebec within
the next two months, resulting in the loss of
approximately 1,700 full-time positions and
250 temporary jobs in the Montreal area. The
decision, according to Amazon, follows a
“recent review” of its operations and is in-
tended to offer “more savings” to customers
over the long term. The closures include a
fulfillment center, two sorting facilities, three
delivery stations, and an AMXL center han-
dling large shipments like furniture and tele-
visions. Amazon plans to revert to its pre-

2020 model in Quebec, relying on third-party
delivery companies to handle logistics in the
province.

Amazon spokesperson Barbara Agrait
stated that the decision was not taken lightly,
and the company will provide impacted em-
ployees with up to 14 weeks of pay and tran-
sitional benefits, including job placement re-
sources.

Unionization Tensions Emerge

The closures have sparked accusations
that Amazon’s decision is tied to efforts to
suppress unionization. In May 2024, approxi-

mately 240 workers at a Laval warehouse
became the first Amazon employees in
Canada to unionize. Amazon unsuccessfully
contested the union’s right to represent work-
ers, losing the case in a provincial labor tri-
bunal in October. Caroline Senneville, presi-
dent of the union involved in organizing ef-
forts, described the closures as “a slap in
the face for all Quebec workers” and accused
Amazon of anti-union retaliation. She stated
that the move directly contradicts provisions
of Quebec’s Labour Code and pledged to take
a firm stand against the company’s decision.

Vinay Cement Limited defrauds Malaysian
investor of US$100,000 through Indian shares

Toronto: The Indian stock market has
witnessed several scams over the years,
with the Harshad Mehta scam being the
most infamous, resulting in massive fi-
nancial losses and even suicides. How-
ever, many other fraudulent incidents
have affected thousands of investors. One
such scam involved Virinder Singh, son
of Manmohan Singh, whose company
Messrs. Foods of the Orient Private Lim-
ited is based at 135, Cecil Street No.
02-03, LKN Building, Singapore 0106.

In 1987, Vinay Cement Limited
launched its equity shares at INR 10 per
share in the Indian stock market. The

company's promoters contacted Virinder
Singh, encouraging him to invest
US$100,000 at INR 10 per share. This
amount was transferred to Vinay Cement
Limited through NZI Merchant Bank,
Singapore, with the necessary approv-
als from the Reserve Bank of India (RBI)
under its R29 regulation. As part of this
investment, the company issued a share
certificate (folio number 000081) to
Varinder Singh, recognizing him as a pro-
moter of Vinay Cement Limited.

In return for the investment, Vinay
Cement Limited allotted 148,929 equity
shares to Virinder Singh on December

15,1987, at INR 10 per share. Addition-
ally, on January 13, 1987, Major Gen-
eral (Retd.) Paramijit Singh Saghera was
appointed as a nominated director on
Vinay Cement Limited's board to over-
see the management of funds and en-
sure updates were provided to the inves-
tor. The last communication from the
company was in June 2001, as updated
by Major General Paramjit Singh
Saghera. Following his death in October
2001, Virinder Singh made numerous
attempts to contact the board of direc-
tors and other officials of Vinay Cement
Limited to inquire about the investment.

Despite repeated efforts, the com-
pany did not provide any response or up-
dates. On June 30, 2010, Virinder Singh's
office sent a letter to the board of direc-
tors of Vinay Cement Limited, express-
ing his intention to sell the shares and
requesting necessary action. However,
even after 15 years, neither has the com-
pany provided any information about the
shares nor returned his invested funds,
leaving Virinder Singh feeling cheated.
This case highlights the need for regula-
tory action and legal recourse in India to
protect investors and hold fraudulent
companies accountable.
