Canada Sheds 33,000 Jobs in March as

Unemployment Rises to 6.7% Amid Trade Turmoil

Canada’s job market took a sharp downturn in
March, losing 33,000 positions, marking the
country’s worst monthly employment
performance since January 2022. Statistics
Canada released the data Friday, revealing that
the unemployment rate rose slightly to 6.7 per
cent from 6.6
per cent in
February. The

as a key contributor to the decline, particularly
as businesses face mounting pressure in sectors
tied to international commerce. TD Bank senior
economist James Orlando noted the connection
between job losses and political instability,
saying “businesses and consumers are naturally
hesitant in the face of heightened political
uncertainty.”

He highlighted that the private sector,
particularly those vulnerable to economic cycles,
bore the brunt of March’s job losses. While the
slowdown in hiring spans multiple sectors, the
wholesale and retail trade industry alone
accounted for aloss of 29,000 jobs after a strong
February. The information, culture, and recreation
sector shed 20,000 positions, while agriculture
dropped 9,300 jobs. There were some bright
spots: personal and repair services added
12,000 jobs and utilities grew by 4,200. BMO
chief economist Doug Porter noted that while

trade issues are weighing on the economy, the
weakness in March was broad-based and not
limited to tariff-sensitive industries. He called
it “one of the weakest reports we’ve seen in
years,” adding that this economic performance
makes it more likely the Bank of Canada will

cut interest
rates in April.
The central

bank already
lowered its key
rate to 2.75 per
cent last month
in anticipation
of economic
headwinds.Despite
the job losses,
total hours
worked were up

March, and
average hourly
wages rose 3.6

weakens. Meanwhile, the U.S. economy
painted a different picture. The U.S. Labor
Department reported a surprising gain of
228,000 jobs in March, far surpassing
forecasts.

However, even as the American labour
market grows, employers there are also
expressing growing unease about the future,
particularly in light of President Trump’s
sweeping tariff announcements earlier this
week.While Canada grapples with rising
unemployment, the contrast with a temporarily
resilient U.S. job market underscores the
unpredictable ripple effects of evolving trade
tensions. With businesses and workers on
edge, and economic growth at risk,
policymakers may soon be forced to act more
decisively to prevent deeper damage.

Senate Vote on Trump’s Canada Tariffs
Puts Republican Unity to the Test

As President Donald
Trump prepares to implement
sweeping new tariffs against
Canadian imports this week,
Senate Democrats are forcing a
vote that could challenge
Republican support and
potentially roll back the
controversial policy. The
resolution, spearheaded by
Democratic Senator Tim Kaine of
Virginia, aims to nullify the
emergency declaration Trump
issued in February—one that
underpins his justification for
levying tariffs on Canadian goods
in response to alleged fentanyl
trafficking across the northern
border. While some Republicans
have expressed unease over the
economic fallout from Trump’s
trade measures, the party has
largely remained in step with the
president’s aggressive approach.
However, Kaine’s resolution
provides an opportunity for GOP
lawmakers to break ranks and act

on growing concerns that the
tariffs could harm American
industries and consumers. ‘I
really relish giving my Republican
colleagues the chance to not just
say they’re concerned, but
actually take an action to stop
these tariffs,” Kaine told the
Associated Press, warning that

Markets across Canada
opened sharply lower this
morning as fallout from U.S.

The federal Conservative Party has
dropped Don Patel, its candidate in Etobicoke

| controversy. Patel was ousted following his

engagement with a social media comment
suggesting certain individuals should be deported
to India and that Indian Prime Minister Narendra
Modi should “take care” of them—remarks widely
condemned as inflammatory.In a statement
released Wednesday night, the Conservative
campaign confirmed Patel was “no longer a
candidate,” emphasizing that “endorsing such a
statement is clearly unacceptable.” The party
reaffirmed its commitment to the safety and
security of all Canadians and distanced itself from
the sentiment expressed in the online exchange.
This marks yet another setback for the
Conservative campaign, which has already
removed three other candidates in recent days.
One was dropped for joking online about executing
former Prime Minister Justin Trudeau, another was

removed over posts claiming NATO provoked
Russia’s invasion of Ukraine, and a third, Lourence
Singh, was cut on Tuesday night for undisclosed
reasons.The Liberals, too, have faced candidate-
related turbulence. In Calgary-Confederation,
Thomas Keeper was dismissed from the Liberal
ticket after it emerged he had failed to disclose a
past domestic assault charge that was stayed in
2005. Meanwhile, Liberal incumbent Paul Chiang
bowed out earlier this week after making comments
suggesting a fellow candidate could be turned over
to Chinese authorities in exchange for a bounty.
This string of candidate controversies is now casting
a shadow over both major parties as the federal
election campaign intensifies. With every removal,
party leaders are being forced to answer questions
about candidate vetting processes and the broader
tone of political discourse.s the race heats up, these
incidents are threatening to distract from core
campaign issues, making candidate conduct and
accountability a central concern for voters across
the country.

Still in disbelief,
White attempted to share the news with
his long-time partner, joking first that he
had won $40,000. She didn’t believe
him, suspecting another of his pranks.
Even after revealing the actual prize and
showing the winning ticket, she
remained skeptical. “It just didn’t feel
real,” White said, still stunned by the
enormity of the win. White already has
modest plans to indulge a few hobbies,
like upgrading his fishing gear and
purchasing a high-end set of $3,000
speakers.

Canada Strikes Back with 25% Auto Tariff as Carney Declares Trade Leadership Amid U.S. Tenswns

Canada is stepping up as a global trade
leader following U.S. President Donald
Trump’s imposition of fresh tariffs, with
Prime Minister Mark Carney announcing
a retaliatory 25 per cent tariff on all non-
CUSMA-compliant vehicles imported
from the United States. The move, which
exempts vehicle parts, marks a

significant escalation in the ongoing trade
dispute between the two nations. As
Canada positions itself to defend key
economic sectors, Carney affirmed that
if the United States refuses to lead on
global trade, Canada is ready to step up.
The announcement temporarily paused

Carney’s campaign trail as the Liberal
leader, though he resumed it later in
Montreal, signaling a balancing act
between governance and politics in the
thick of an election season.

The economic fallout was felt almost
immediately. Canadian markets
experienced a sharp decline, with
Ottawa-based Shopify and Vancouver’s
Aritzia both seeing shares plunge by 20
per cent. Lululemon also took a hit,
dropping 10 per cent. Analysts attribute
the downturn to broader fears of a global
slowdown triggered by Trump’s
sweeping tariffs, which have disrupted
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global supply chains. Apparel and e-
commerce sectors, particularly reliant on
cross-border trade, are bracing for more
financial turbulence as costs surge due
to new levies on imports from key
manufacturing countries including
Vietnam and China. In response to the
turmoil, Industry Minister Anita Anand
offered reassurance to Canada’s auto
sector, stating that manufacturers have
expressed their commitment to
remaining in the country. Anand outlined
a proposed “remission framework”
aimed at cushioning the impact of the
U.S.-Canada auto tariff standoff. While

the framework is still under development
and will evolve with industry feedback,
Anand stressed it would not include
direct loans.
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Stellantis Shuts Down as Trump’s Auto

Canada’s auto sector
has been dealt a major blow as
U.S. President Donald Trump’s
latest round of tariffs officially
takes effect, placing a 25 per
cent levy on all foreign-made
vehicles and auto parts entering
the United States—including
those from Canada. Within
hours of the
implementation, auto giant
Stellantis announced a two-
week shutdown of its Windsor,
Ontario, plant, a move directly
attributed to the new U.S. trade
restrictions. In a notice shared
on social media by Unifor Local
444 Stellantis informed workers
that production would be
cancelled for the weeks of April
7 and April 14. The automaker
cited Trump’s tariffs as the key
reason behind the temporary
halt, raising immediate alarm
bells across Canada’s
manufacturing and labour
sectors.The Trump
administration claims these
tariffs are intended to protect
the American auto industry,
calling it essential to national
security.

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Ontario Businesses Fined $450,000 for
lllegally H|r|ng Over 700 Foreign Workers
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In a sweeping crackdown on
unauthorized employment
practices, three Ontario-based
companies have been sentenced
after pleading guilty to hiring
foreign nationals without legal
authorization. The investigation,
conducted jointly by the Canada
Border Services Agency (CBSA)
and the Ontario Provincial Police
(OPP), has culminated in fines
totaling $450,000. CDA
Landscape Services, the largest
offender, faced 20 charges and
was fined $400,000. TDA
Landscape Services and SDA
Services each faced two charges
and were fined $25,000
respectively. The sentencing took
place on February 28, 2025, in

Oshawa, Ontario. The probe
began in 2019 when an impaired
driving arrest of a foreign national
by OPP led to a broader
investigation. Authorities
uncovered an extensive network
of unauthorized workers spanning
across southern and eastern
Ontario, including the Greater
Toronto Area. More than 700
foreign nationals were found to
have been illegally employed by
the three companies. The
investigation also revealed that
several of the foreign workers
were inadmissible to Canada due
to criminality. These individuals
were subsequently removed from
the country by the CBSA. Aaron
McCrorie, Vice President of the

CBSA’s Intelligence and
Enforcement Branch,
emphasized the agency’s

¥ dedication to protecting the

integrity of Canada’s immigration
system. He noted that the
successful prosecution of these
businesses showcases the

effective collaboration between
CBSA and law enforcement
partners like the OPP. In 2024
alone, CBSA initiated 184 criminal
investigations under the
Immigration and Refugee

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Carney Dismisses Manning’s Western Secession
Warning as ‘Dramatic,” Emphasizes National Unity

Liberal Leader Mark Carney is pushing
back against dire warnings from Reform
Party founder Preston Manning, who
recently claimed that a Liberal victory in
the upcoming federal election could spark
Western Canada’s secession. Speaking
during a campaign stop in Montreal on
Friday, Carney called Manning’s remarks
“‘dramatic” and countered that his
government represents all regions of
Canada, including the West. Carney, who
was born in the Northwest Territories and
raised in Edmonton, underscored his
personal and political connection to
Western Canada, asserting that his
leadership is grounded in national unity,
not division. anning’s op-ed in the Globe
and Mail argued that if the Liberals win
on April 28, Carney would be remembered

as “the last prime minister of a united
Canada.” Manning claimed deep-rooted
frustrations in  Alberta and
Saskatchewan—especially over the
Liberals’ resource policies—are reaching
a breaking point, and that sentiment could
spread to Manitoba, British Columbia,
and even the territories. His warning paints
a stark picture of political alienation in the
West and a potential crisis in Canadian
federalism if those grievances go
unaddressed.Carney, however, maintained
that the country is coming together in
response to external challenges, notably
the escalating trade war with the United
States. He emphasized that now is a time
for collective strength and resilience, not
rhetoric that sows discord. “I think such
dramatic comments are unhelpful,” Carney

said, adding that the federal government
remains committed to Western economic
and political inclusion, particularly during
times of international uncertainty.
Conservative Leader Pierre Poilievre also
distanced himself from his former mentor’s
comments, saying bluntly, “No,” when
asked if he agreed with Manning’s
assessment. Poilievre, who once worked
under Manning during the Reform Party’s
early years, instead advocated for a unified
approach to nation-building. During a
campaign event in Kingston, Ontario,
Poilievre called for Canadians to find
common ground and avoid deepening
regional divides. Carney is expected to
take his campaign westward next week

Bridging the Divide: How Canada and India
Can Rebuild Trust in an Uncertain World

Relations between
Canada and India reached
historic lows following allegations
in 2023 that Indian agents were
linked to the killing of Canadian
Sikh leader Hardeep Singh Nijjar.
Diplomatic ties deteriorated
further in 2024 amid mutual
expulsions of top diplomats and
afreeze ontrade talks. The fallout
affected not only government-
level ties but also the crucial
education corridor and public
trust between the two
democracies. As Canada
transitions to new political
leadership and contends with a
disruptive trade war triggered by
U.S. President Donald Trump, the
timing could be right to
recalibrate its relationship with
rising global power India. But
doing so will require mutual trust,
strategic cooperation, and a
shared long-term vision.Security
remains the thorniest issue
between Ottawa and New Delhi.
While Canada sees Nijjar’s killing
as a breach of its sovereignty,
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India views pro-Khalistan activism
as a threat to its national
security. This deep mistrust is
rooted in decades of tension
dating back to the 1985 Air India
bombing, which killed 331
people—most of them Canadians
of Indian descent. Unlike other
Five Eyes allies such as the U.S.,
U.K., and Australia, which have
managed similar tensions with
India  while deepening
cooperation, Canada has yet to
strike that balance. Constructive
steps, like reviving the Joint
Working Group on Counter-
Terrorism and high-level

intelligence exchanges, could
help both countries address
extremism collaboratively rather
than adversarially.

Canada’s upcoming federal
election on April 28 presents a
political opening. Both Liberal
Leader Mark Carney and
Conservative Leader Pierre
Poilievre have indicated a desire
to mend ties with India, though
through different approaches.
Carney is focused on expanding
trade with like-minded countries,
while Poilievre emphasizes a
more “professional” relationship.
India, for its part, has expressed

interest in rebuilding the
partnership. A crucial early step
could be the reinstatement of high
commissioners, which would
signal a thaw in official ties.
Furthermore, Canada’s hosting of
the G7 Summit this summer
offers an important moment to set
the tone of its re-engagement with
India on the world stage.

Trade and investment are another
area ripe for rebuilding
momentum. Despite diplomatic
fallout, bilateral trade held steady
and even grew slightly in 2024.
Canadian institutional investors,
particularly pension funds, have
continued to increase their
exposure in India, and India’s
growing demand for critical
minerals presents a strategic
opportunity for Canada. On the
flip side, the Canada-India
education corridor has suffered
due to changes in immigration
policy and the political climate.
Reviving educational ties,
strengthening research
partnerships, and supporting

binational institutions like the
Shastri Indo-Canadian Institute
could serve as powerful bridges
between both societies.

Finally, building a resilient long-
term partnership means improving
cultural and policy fluency on both
sides. Canada’s Indo-Pacific
Strategy already acknowledges
India’s growing global role, but it
must deepen its understanding of
India’s pursuit of “strategic
autonomy.” India’s foreign policy
is increasingly defined by a
desire to remain independent of
rigid alliances while cooperating
with global powers on shared
interests. New Delhi’s multipolar
vision of the world and its desire
to decrease reliance on China
open the door for partnerships
with resource-rich, innovation-
driven countries like Canada.
Both countries would benefit from
collaborating in areas such as
clean energy, artificial
intelligence, and critical
minerals—sectors where their
interests strongly align.
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Mark Carney Heads to Calgary, Aims
to Expand Liberal Presence in Alberta

Liberal Leader Mark
Carney is making his first
campaign stop in Alberta
tonight, landing in Calgary as
the party looks to strengthen
its foothold in a traditionally
Conservative stronghold. The
visit comes amid rising national
poll numbers for the Liberals
and growing confidence that
the party can build on the two
Alberta seats it held before
Parliament was dissolved.
Carney will begin his day with
a press conference in Delta,
B.C., followed by a visit to a
local business in New
Westminster. From there, he’ll
travel to Calgary for a rally
alongside Liberal candidates in

the province. His Alberta visit
is expected to underscore the
party’s ambitions to connect
with voters in Western Canada
and offer an alternative vision
to that of Premier Danielle
Smith and the federal
Conservatives.

Throughout the campaign,
Carney has drawn clear
distinctions between his
policies and Premier Smith’s
approach, particularly around
energy and trade. Despite
criticism from some Alberta
Conservatives questioning his
commitment to the energy
sector and pipeline
development, Carney has
positioned himself as a

practical, solutions-driven
leader. Speaking at a rally in
Richmond, B.C., on Monday,
he told thousands in
attendance that his mission is

to unify Canadians and tackle
. economic

and social
challenges with realism and
resolve.

The Liberal campaign is hopeful
that recent momentum will
translate into electoral gains in
Alberta. The party previously
held seats in Edmonton and
Calgary, though both were
marked by controversy. Randy
Boissonnault stepped down
from cabinet amid questions
about personal matters, while

George Chahal was fined during
the last campaign for replacing
arival’s flyer with his own.

Still, Carney’s supporters are
enthusiastic about his fresh
leadership. Lynn Pernisie, who
attended the Richmond rally
with her husband, said
Carney’s economic
background and commitment
to housing affordability gave
her renewed hope. “I
supported Trudeau, but
Carney brings experience
that really matters right
now,” she said, citing the
visible growth in new housing
as a sign of positive change.
Carney has also taken aim

atrecent U.S. trade policies
and tariffs, pledging to protect
Canadian interests using
strategic, calculated
responses. In his words,
“Americans understand three
things: money, lawyers, and
Fox News,” as he emphasized
the need to stand up to
pressure from south of the
border.

As he takes the stage in
Calgary, Carney’s message will
be clear: the Liberals are ready
to compete in every corner of
the country, offering Canadians
a balanced, pragmatic vision for
the future—one that includes
Alberta.

Launch One-Way Traffic Pilot

at Canada Place Ahead of Cruise Season

Drivers navigating Downtown Vancouver will
soon encounter a new one-way traffic system at
Canada Place, as the city rolls out a pilot project
aimed at improving safety and traffic flow in one of
its busiest tourist zones. Beginning mid-April and
continuing through December, vehicles will only be
permitted to travel one way along Canada Place
between Howe and Burrard streets. he initiative,
timed to coincide with the start of the summer cruise
ship season, is designed to reduce congestion and
minimize vehicle-pedestrian conflict points in an area
that welcomes more than 1.2 million cruise
passengers annually. With crowds expected to swell
as the tourist season peaks, the City of Vancouver
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hopes this traffic shift will ease pressure on the
roadways while enhancing safety around the popular
waterfront terminal. As part of the new traffic pattern,
vehicles will enter the one-way section from Howe
Street and exit via either Burrard or Thurlow streets.
New signage will be posted in the area to alert drivers
and help them adjust to the updated flow. City officials
say the pilotis a proactive move to streamline traffic
for buses, taxis, and other vehicles operating in the
zone, while protecting the thousands of pedestrians
that traverse the Canada Place area each day. The
trial period will be closely monitored, and if deemed
successful, the one-way system may become a
permanent fixture.
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Celebrating Sikh Heritage Month:
Honouring Legacy, Faith, and Community

April marks a vibrant celebration across
Ontario as Sikh Heritage Month comes
to life, honouring the significant
contributions of Sikh Canadians to the
province’s social, economic, political, and
cultural fabric. Initiated provincially in 2013
and embraced by the Toronto District
School Board in 2016, this month is a
time to reflect, remember, and educate
future generations about Sikhism’s impact
and values. With the greeting “Sat Sri
Akaal,” communities across Ontario
come together to commemorate the Sikh
spirit of unity and service. Sikhism,
founded by Guru Nanak over 500 years
ago, is now one of the world’s five largest
religions. Central to Sikh belief is the
principle of universal equality and the view
that life is a divine opportunity for noble
and selfless action. Symbols such as the
Ek Onkar — representing the concept of
“One Supreme Reality” —and the Khanda
— featuring a double-edged sword, two
kirpans, and a circular chakkar — are
widely recognized as emblems of Sikh
spirituality and strength. The faith’s core
values are embodied in the Five K’s: Kesh
(unshorn hair), Kangha (wooden comb),
Kara (steel bracelet), Kachh (shorts), and

Kirpan (sword), each reminding Sikhs of
their identity, discipline, and moral duty.
Integral to Sikh life is the Gurdwara, a
place of worship and community
gathering, where all are welcome to share
in the Langar — a communal meal that
exemplifies equality and service. Every
Gurdwara is marked by the Nishan Sahib,
a saffron flag bearing the Khanda,

signifying the presence of the Sikh faith.
Vaisakhi, celebrated each April, is

especially  significant as it
commemorates the founding of the
Khalsa in 1699, a milestone that
continues to inspire unity, strength, and
celebration through processions, sports,
music, and prayer. Sikhs have played a
foundational role in shaping Canada for

over a century, arriving in British Columbia
in the early 1900s and quickly
establishing community institutions like
the Gurdwara through collective effort.
From working in lumber mills and building
railways to serving as public servants,
ministers, poets, athletes, and judges,
Sikh Canadians have made their markin
every facet of national life.

Canada Raises Minimum Wage to $17.75
What It Means for Indian Workers and Students

Canada has increased its
federal minimum wage by 2.4 per cent,
raising the hourly rate from $17.30 to
$17.75 as of April 1, 2025. The
adjustment, part of the country’s annual
Consumer Price Index review, is aimed
at keeping wages aligned with inflation
and supporting workers in federally
regulated sectors. The move is expected
to benefit approximately 26,000 workers
nationwide, including many Indian
immigrants and international students.
This change applies across all federally
regulated industries such as banking,
interprovincial transportation, and

telecommunications. Indian
professionals and students working in
these sectors will see a modest but
meaningful boost in their hourly
earnings. The increase also extends to
interns, ensuring they too receive the
updated wage, as employers are
required to update their payroll systems
accordingly. Canada’s Minister of
Employment, Workforce Development
and Labour, Steven MacKinnon,
emphasized that the wage hike is part
of a broader effort to reduce income
inequality and build a more equitable
economy. The move comes at a time

when rising inflation and cost of living
pressures have become major issues for
many Canadian residents, especially
newcomers and students navigating high
rent and food prices. Indian immigrants
make up a significant portion of
Canada’s population, with around 1.3
million Canadians identifying as being
of Indian origin, according to the 2021
census. Additionally, Canada continues
to be a top destination for Indian
students, many of whom rely on part-
time jobs and internships in federally
regulated sectors to support themselves
during their studies.
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
