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Bitumen: A Crude Item's Curious Link
To Trump's Venezuela Strike - And India

Amid the pervasive gloom and jitters of geopolitics,
India has found a silver lining in innovation. It became
the first country in the world to successfully develop
bio-bitumen, a sustainable alternative to the petroleum-
based binder widely used in asphalt for building roads.
The New Delhi-based CSIR?Central Road Research
Institute and the Dehradun-based CSIR?Indian Institute
of Petroleum jointly developed commercially viable bio-
bitumen from agricultural residues such as hay (think
farm stubble, which is usually burnt). They made it
using pyrolysis, an oxygen-free heating process
popular in organic waste recycling. The Jorabat-Shillong
Expressway (NH-40) in Meghalaya now sports a 100-
metre trial stretch using bio-bitumen, demonstrating
its feasibility. Regular bitumen, which gives roads
their black top, is derived from crude oil and India
imports the commodity worth about $3 billion
annually.
What's the Big Deal?
On the face of it, the innovation might appear trivial,
especially when compared with headline-grabbers
such as artificial intelligence or quantum
computing. But if you consider the bitumen story
at the centre of the geopolitical storm unleashed
by President Donald Trump when he ordered the
US military to march into the capital of Venezuela
and kidnap its head of state, Nicolas Maduro, and
his wife, the achievement gets an added sheen for
its timing.
At over 300 billion barrels, Venezuela holds the
largest reserve of crude oil in the world. Crucially,
much of it is ultra-heavy crude, the richest source
of bitumen and diesel, the former crucial for transport
infrastructure and the latter for powering trucks, trains,
ships and jets. For the foreseeable future, the US will
control where Venezuelan oil flows to.
Blow to China
The heavy oil pumped out from the Orinoco fields of
the Latin American producer used to be the main

feedstock for independent Chinese refineries,
nicknamed 'teapots'. China imported 3,89,000 barrels
per day of Venezuelan crude in 2025. PetroChina built
a refinery complex in Jeiyang in Guangdong province
specifically to process heavy crude originating from
fields such as Orinoco.
Now, the US intends to steer much of that oil towards
refineries in Texas. The US is awash with light sweet
shale crude, which is used as a diluent to pump out
heavy crude. US energy secretary Chris Wright has
said that the country will ship copious amounts of
diluent to Venezuela and bring heavy oil back stateside.
The US move not only deprives China of discounted
heavy oil but also more than half of its source for

bitumen. The scarcity of bitumen can impact the
expansion and maintenance of highway networks.
At the very least, it will make it more expensive to
build roads. The other major source countries for
heavy crude are Iran, Russia and Canada. While
the former two do not produce oil as heavy as
Venezuela's, crude from the tar sands of Alberta

in Canada matches up but is costlier to transport.
The first of China's major sources of relatively cheap
heavy crude oil - Venezuela - is blocked. Buying oil
from Russia is risk-ridden as Trump will soon likely be
armed with fresh powers to impose punitive tariffs up
to 500% on sanction-defiers. Iran is gripped by an
unprecedented economic crisis and people's agitation
that could result in a regime change, jeopardising its
oil production and sales in the international grey market.
India's Advantage
Several Indian oil companies' shares rose soon after
the US attack in Caracas. While a few Indian
companies, such as ONGC, Indian Oil and Oil India,
have equity stakes in some fields in Venezuela, several

Indian refineries, especially Reliance Industries'
Jamnagar complex, are equipped to process
ultra-heavy crude oil. One of the valuable
byproducts of ultra-heavy crude is vanadium,
which is used to make steel and aluminium alloys
in the auto and aerospace industries. It is also
key to making vanadium redox flow batteries,
which have a long life and are suited for large-
scale grid storage. But it requires sophisticated
tech know-how to extract it from petroleum coke
or refinery waste. A deep tech startup and IIT
Delhi are jointly working on perfecting the
technology and developing a domestic vanadium
supply chain originating from refinery waste. As
India winds down oil purchases from Russia, an
alternative source of crude oil could be
Venezuela. Reliance Industries is already eyeing
shipments from that country. Locally developed

vanadium production technology would be just in time.
India often draws fire for its apathy towards research
and development. Bio-bitumen could be a small but
significant step in bridging the gap in industrial
innovation with countries such as the US and China.
Successfully developing tech to produce vanadium from
petroleum waste would be another.

China has not had a global trade deficit

since 1993. It has come a long way from

being one of the world’s poorest

countries in 1978, when its leader Deng

Xiao Ping introduced economic reforms,

to becoming the world’s second largest

economy and a superpower. But in the

process, China has also transformed the

global economy, making everyone else

dependent on it, based on a model that

has created problems even for its own

people. But can this model survive?

The Making Of China’s Economic Model

Beijing’s exports-based economic model

has roots in Deng’s reforms, which paved

the way for the country to become the

world’s manufacturing hub. Large plants

and factories were set up across the

country to produce cheaper products for

the rest of the world. Gradually, millions

of Western manufacturing jobs were

outsourced to factories in China.

These state-subsidised plants forced

many factories in other countries to

close down because they could not

compete with Chinese products. As

early as 1994, silk farmers in India were

complaining that the dumping of cheap

Chinese synthetic silk in the country

was driving them out of business. Beijing

has often been accused of dumping its

products in other countries. Such

accusations have resurfaced after the

publication of the latest record surplus

figures.

But China has continued to expand its

production capacity, diversifying into

many new fields. The current Chinese

leader, Xi Jinping, has taken the

country’s economic model to a new level.

After becoming the head of the

Communist Party in 2013, he focused

on high-quality development by investing

in strategic emerging industries to

become a dominant force that could not

only challenge China’s rivals but also

control them.

Self-Reliance Or World Domination?

At the core of China’s economic

strategy is making itself self-reliant,

according to the Chinese leaders. Xi’s

10-year programme, known as Made in

China, launched in 2015 to reduce

dependence on the West, has achieved

most goals. Beijing’s unprecedented

investment in green technologies has

made it the undisputed world leader in

renewables, electric vehicles and many

other fields.

Over the weekend, China’s state media

reported that the country consumed 10.4

trillion kilowatt-hours of power in 2025,

according to the National Energy

Administration. This is more than double

the use in the United States and

exceeds the combined power

consumption in India, Russia, Japan and

the European Union. This suggests

industrial plants and AI data centres in

China are working harder than anywhere

else.

Xi has also prepared China for a trade

war with the United States and ordered

his officials to work on choke points for

its economy, which he successfully

employed last year in response to

Trump’s tariffs. As early as 2019, Xi

described rare earths and other critical

minerals as an “important strategic

resource.” Beijing now has almost total

control over the global supply of those

minerals.

India may be a leading supplier of

pharmaceuticals, but China is the

world’s dominant producer of the

ingredients needed to make antibiotics

and other pharmaceuticals. The same

is the case in the solar power industry.

Global Domination But Domestic

Repression

China’s economic growth helped its

government to lift tens of millions of

people out of poverty and make many

others in the country rich, especially in

the early years of reform. But its model

of increasing growth by selling cheaply

to the world has had its implications. For

years, Chinese families subsidised the

country’s rise through foregone returns

while the rest of the world splurged on

discounted Chinese goods.

While the rest of the world is fighting

inflation, China is facing an acute

problem of deflation, where prices

continue to drop, discouraging

customers from buying in the fear that

goods would be even cheaper later. This

is caused by overcapacity in factories

and weak domestic demand. A

persistent decline in consumption

signals deeper economic trouble.

Last year, Chinese authorities promised

new child-care subsidies, increased

wages and better paid leaves to revive a

slowing economy. But that has failed to

have any meaningful impact. The

collapse of the property market in recent

years has also made Chinese

consumers more risk-averse, leading

them to cut back on spending.

Domestic consumption drives more than

80% of growth in the US and UK, and

about 70% in India. China’s share has

typically ranged between 50% to 55%

over the past decade. So Xi has a hard

task to encourage his countrymen to

spend more.

Falling Birth Rate

China is facing another problem that is

threatening its economic model. A

shrinking population of youngsters and

an ever-growing number of elderly

people. On Monday, the authorities

announced that the birth rate has now

fallen to the lowest level since 1949,

when Mao Zedong came to power after

leading the communist revolution. Last

year, only 7.92 million new babies were

born, a decline of 17% over 2024.

This means China will have fewer people

to work in its factories to sustain its

export-based economy. On top of that,

young families now have to care for their

elderly parents. The Social Security

System in China is poor in comparison

to other industrialised economies. The

Chinese government has offered many

incentives to encourage youngsters to

have children and taxed contraceptives

but young Chinese are not keen to

produce babies.

Currency Manipulation

Western countries have often alleged

that China’s rise has been aided by the

manipulation of the global system, using

its state-owned or subsidised firms to

buy depressed assets in other countries,

and, above all, keeping its currency

renminbi artificially low - which makes

its products cheap.

Beijing, of course, has always denied

these allegations. But it’s a fact that

China has not allowed its currency to

strengthen. For a country that aims to

challenge the United States and become

an equal, if not a larger, superpower,

China must allow its currency to

strengthen.

In the past 15 years, China has

encouraged other countries to accept its

currency and now around 30% of its

trade is settled in CNY - the basic unit

of the renminbi. But other countries are

unsure about the true value of the CNY

as it accounts for less than 2% of global

foreign exchange reserves.

An Opportunity For India?

It appears that China’s economic model

has peaked. For years, the Communist

Party government used capital controls,

artificially low deposit rates, and an

undervalued currency to canalise

household savings into industrial

sectors. China is no doubt an economic

giant and a major global power, but how

much longer can its export-led model

sustain when the social costs of

financial repression continue to grow?

Chinese economic growth of 5% is

now lower than that of India. We also

don’t have a falling birth problem. If

Ch ina ’s  economic  mode l  has

reached its limits, this could be an

opportunity for us to shift global

supply chains from China. This will

give a much-needed boost to India’s

manufacturing sector. But for that,

India needs to take a lesson from

China. Invest in innovation and high

produce quality goods for home and

abroad. That will be the real test of

Modi’s Make in India campaign.

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Europe Has The Weapons For Trump's Greenland Tariff War

The Cold War satirical novel The

Mouse That Roared imagined a tiny

European statelet declaring war on

the US in the hopes of being lavished

with American aid after its inevitable

defeat .  I t ' s  a  t i t le  that  came

immediately to mind when European

nations sent three dozen soldiers to

Greenland in response to Donald

Trump's threats to wrest the island

from Danish control. The idea seems

to have been: Support Denmark, yes,

but don't antagonise the White House

when Ukrainian security is also on the

line.

Whatever the intent, it hasn't worked.

Trump's contemptuous delight in

beating up US allies was given free

rein over the weekend as he raised

the ante over the Arctic territory. It's

time for Europe to fight tariff fire with

fire.

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All Talk, No Take-Off: The Reality Of Pakistan's JF-17 Hype
Pakistan's defence export industry received a
noticeable platform in recent months, with the JF-
17 Thunder Block III emerging at the heart of
military negotiations extending to Southeast Asia,
West  Asia,  and Afr ica.  The or ig ins of  th is
momentum can be traced to Azerbaijan beginning
deliveries of its first units in October 2025, making
it the third foreign operator of the JF-17. This was
followed by Myanmar's order in 2015 and Nigeria's
induction of the jet in 2021. The trajectory
accelerated further in December 2025, when the
Libyan Nat ional  Army (LNA) and Pakis tan
announced a defence deal that reportedly included
JF-17s. Joining the list of countries that have
shown interest are Bangladesh, Indonesia and Iraq,
while Saudi Arabia is reported to be exploring
unconventional arrangements such as converting
approximately USD 2 billion in existing Pakistani
debt into a fleet of fighter jets.
The spotlight Pakistan presently finds itself under,
particularly in the aftermath of the May 2025
conflict with India, is less about a single jet and
more about a broader rebranding effort. The
developments appear to be an attempt by a
security-centric and economically weak state to
reposition itself from a traditional defence client
to a potential defence exporter. In that context,
Pakistan's military aviation industry is advancing
as an instrument of economic relief and a vehicle
for strategic posturing. These ambitions are
underpinned by official statements, with Pakistan's
Minister for Defence Production, Raza Hayat
Haraj, reportedly confirming Islamabad's active
negotiations with 'several countries' for JF-17
Thunder jets' sale.
Pipe Dreams
That said, these source-based discussions,
expressions of interests, and politically-charged
sta tements  are  not  cemented in  f ina l ised
agreements. Defence sales, especially involving
combat aircraft, are capital-intensive, protracted
processes that require a robust and reliable

production capacity. These are further complicated
by factors like training, sustainment packages,
and post-delivery spare parts and upgrade services.
As such, the expansion of Pakistan's military-
industrial complex can be judged by its ability to
convert palpable diplomatic rhetoric into concrete
defence par tnersh ips.  Separate ly,  the co-
development of the 4.5-generation JF-17 with China
informs both ambition and structural restraints in
this area. The potential for defence deals to be
complicated is further identified by the requirement
for Beijing's consent for any export contract,
thereby placing Pakistan's ambitions within the
rest r ic t ions o f  i ts  indust r ia l  and po l i t i ca l
relationship with China.
These deals should also be viewed through the
lens of Pakistan's underlying defence-industrial
capacity. Pakistan's economic challenges, foreign
exchange limitations, and high dependency on
external supporters are likely to create hurdles in
its ability to meet long-term obligations related to
spare parts exports, maintenance infrastructure,
and overall operational support. The country's
military-industrial complex also remains restrained
with nominal private sector integration.
Exploiting The Vulnerable
Potentially in acknowledgement of its own position,
Pakistan seems to be targeting a niche market -
conflict-ridden and economically fragile countries
seeking affordable alternatives to Western and
Russian suppliers. For many of these countries,
Western  dea ls  are  cha ined by po l i t i ca l
condit ionalit ies, sanctions risks, and rights'
scrutiny, while Russian platforms face supply chain
disruptions in light of its conflict with Ukraine. This
leaves a small room for Pakistan's pitch of cost-
effective jets with fewer political prerequisites in
the global arms market.
However, this pitch falls short considering that the
Chinese People's Liberation Army Air Force
(PLAAF) itself does not induct the JF-17, despite
co-producing the aircraft. This has not prevented

Pakistan from presenting the May 2025 conflict
with India as a sales pitch to potential buyers in
the global arms market. This is especially evident
in Pakistani officials' statements citing the jet's
combat performance as proof of  industr ia l
credibility; Pakistan claimed to have shot down
Indian jets, specifically advancing the narrative of
Chinese-Pakistani hardware achieving escalation
dominance over French-made Rafale and Russia's
S-400 defence systems. The Indian government
has not provided any details on aircraft losses in
the conflict. Nonetheless, for Pakistan, projecting
advantage over India or parity with its bigger
adversary serves both purposes - domestic
legitimacy and international signalling.
India Should Be Careful, But Not Anxious
For India, there is no cause for immediate alarm.
The countries currently showing interest in or
engaging in defence deals with Pakistan are not
Indian adversaries, and nor do they possess the
capaci ty to al ter  the power-balance in the
subcontinent. Nevertheless, New Delhi will remain
wary of the increasing engagements between
Pakistan and Bangladesh through various channels
-  now including talks of defence deals - since the
fall of the Sheikh Hasina government in 2024. For
Pakistan, such agreements with Dhaka offer
avenues to build bridges without engaging directly
on sensitive issues of the 1971 partit ion or
historical grievances.

M o s t  i m p o r ta n t l y,  m e d i a  v i s i b i l i t y
should not overshadow the prevailing economic
and polit ical realit ies in Pakistan. Even if a
handful of JF-17 deals do material ise, they
severely lack the capacity to generate the
revenue  requ i red  t o  s tab i l i se  Pak i s tan ' s
e c o n o m i c  c r i s e s  o r  m e a n i n g f u l l y  b o o s t
Pakistan's defence-industrial base. Ultimately,
Pakistan's aspirational position and reputation
in  the  defence market  w i l l  depend on i ts
capacity and consistency rather than rhetoric
and media memorandums.
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The unfinished journey of a living Constitution
Every year, when we celebrate our

Republic Day, it is a matter of pride,

joy and fulfillment. Surviving all these

years — enduring three wars,

insurgencies, countless natural

disasters, epidemics and what have

—  as a nation is no mean feat. All

these years, Constitution of India has

remained a beacon of light, guiding

and showing path when it was pitch

dark. It is also a time for national

introspection.

When the Constitution was

adopted in 1950, it was not merely

the end of the British Raj in technical

terms,  it was the beginning of a

complex experiment in governance

and in protecting the idea of India; of

governing a civi l isat ion-state

democrat ical ly with col lect ive

responsibility. India went on to

rebuild itself brick-by-brick as the

world watched eagerly the unique

Indian experiment.

Many nat ions that won

independence along with India in the

aftermath of the Second World War

tumbled into dictatorships,

economic mess, and their fragile

democracies were quickly replaced

by army rule after coups.

Seventy-six years later, the

Indian Republ ic stands tal l ,

vindicating that the dream the

founding fathers of the Constitution

envisaged has indeed not only

survived but has excelled in many

ways. A big credit for this goes to

the Constitution, which is flexible yet

firm, pluralistic, yet ensured unity and

maintains a fine balance among the three

pillars of the state-the Legislature, the

Executive, and the Judiciary.

To rebuild a country after the

economic exploitation of colonial rule was

not easy. A country that  was largely

illiterate, chose universal adult franchise.

It adopted democracy despite the fact

that it is a Western construct and

requires informed and educated citizens

to make the right choices.

Yet, the Constituent Assembly, led by

BR Ambedkar, drafted a Constitution

that relied upon the acumen and wisdom

of the Indian people; they may have

lacked formal education, but their

wisdom, gathered over centuries,

guided their hand when they voted to

govern themselves. Barring for the short

period of ‘Emergency’ Indian democracy

has survived all challenges thrown at

it.  India has transitioned from food

scarcity to food security, from a

controlled economy to one of the

wor l d ’ s  f as tes t -g row ing  ma jo r

economies, and from diplomatic

marginality to global relevance. A

large chunk of the people has been

l i f ted out  o f  pover ty ;  access to

education, healthcare, infrastructure,

and digital connectivity has expanded.

Yet, the Republic’s work is far from

complete. Economic growth has not

always translated into equitable

prosperity.  Inequality-of income,

opportunity, and social capital-remains

a pressing challenge. Social harmony

is fragile, often strained by polarisation,

misinformation, and identity anxieties.

A Slew Of Visits

Since then, ties between India - which had

been reluctant till then to extend

recognition to the Taliban - and the Taliban

have been dynamically developing. Three

high-level visits have taken place by

Taliban officials to Delhi in quick

succession. The acting Taliban foreign

minister, Mullah Amir Khan Muttaqi, visited

India in October, followed by trade minister

Haji Nooruddin Azizi, and, more recently,

in December, the acting Health Minister

Noor Jalal Jalali. New Delhi announced that

it was upgrading its representative office

in Kabul to a full-fledged embassy. And

now, it has welcomed the first official

Taliban envoy to be stationed in Delhi.

Noori's arrival coincided with a diatribe by

the Pakistani Information Minister,

Attaullah Tarar. Lashing out at the growing

diplomatic engagement between the

Taliban and India, he questioned the nature

of their cooperation. While accusing the

Taliban of allowing Afghan soil to be used

for attacks against Pakistan, funded by

“foreign designs”, he bluntly asked, “What

kind of Islam is this where you take money

from India to carry out explosions here?”

Pak Needs To Look Within

The accusations come as Pakistan faces

a surge in militant violence, with over 5,000

terror incidents reported in 2025. However,

to allege that India was behind them is a

pathetic reflection of Pakistan's own

desperation. After all, even in a world of

constant geopolitical realignments and

strategic shifts, the speed with which

India-Taliban and Pakistan-Taliban

relations have redefined themselves is rare.

The only consistency is that Islamabad

continues to be at odds with whoever

happens to be in power in Kabul.

The appointment of Noor Ahmad Noor is

significant for the Taliban's efforts to

expand diplomatic presence abroad and

gain greater international engagement. In

this, India is neither the first nor the only

country to accept a Taliban envoy. It is

following a regional consensus. China was

technically the first one to accept an official

Taliban envoy in Beijing, followed by

Moscow, Tashkent, Astana, Jakarta, and,

of course, Pakistan.

India's View

In fact, Afghanistan is perhaps the only

foreign policy success for India in its

turbulent neighbourhood. As Bangladesh

deepens relations with Pakistan, whose

intelligence and army are now actively

playing a role in bilateral relations, India's

presence in Afghanistan gives it strategic

depth there. On the other hand, India, as

recently stated by External Affairs Minister

S Jaishankar, is continuing with its time-

tested humanitarian and people-centric

approach to Afghanistan, building on the

already existing goodwill in the country

towards India.

But cultivating ties with the Taliban also

opens up enormous economic

opportunities for India. Afghanistan

requires massive investments in almost

all sectors of the country. It is seeking

India's help and expertise in textiles and

pharmaceuticals, but requires investment

and technology in its trillion-dollar mining

and infrastructure sectors, in some of

which India has successfully implemented

under the previous government.

The Trade Data

Pakistan's frequent closure of its borders

with Afghanistan and weaponisation of

trade and transit routes have forced

Afghanistan to seek greater trade and

activities through other routes and

countries, and India has won hands down

here. Afghanistan has rerouted much of

its trade away from Pakistan to trade with

Central Asia and Iran, and through the

Chabahar port with India. It has also started

substituting many items earlier sourced

from Pakistan with exports from elsewhere.

Pharma is the top sector where the Taliban

is replacing many items sourced from

Pakistan with those from India. Even as

Pakistan's trade with Afghanistan has

dipped, the latter's trade with India has

soared. The crisis has badly hurt transit

trade between Afghanistan and Pakistan,

which has already fallen from $6.7 billion

in FY23 to $1.01 billion in FY25. With

economic ties still suspended, bilateral

trade fell to $594 million in the first half

of the 2025-2026 fiscal year, down from

$1.26 billion in the same period of 2024-

2025.

Conversely, data from Afghanistan's

trade ministry shows that India has

emerged as Afghanistan's largest export

market in October 2025 - that is, exactly

during the same period when the border

with Pakistan has been closed -

importing goods worth $103.9 million of

Afghanistan's total exports of $274.9

million.

Suspension Of Trade With Pak

Speaking to Radio Hurriyat, a Taliban-

affiliated outlet, Zabihullah Mujahid, the

Taliban's chief spokesperson, said

significant progress had been made in

relations with New Delhi and that the

trend was expected to continue. He said

that the Taliban values its relations with

India and wants to expand cooperation,

particularly in healthcare and

commerce, thanking India for its

humanitarian assistance, including the

supply of vaccines, medicines and food

aid, and said Afghanistan's needs

require stronger bilateral relations.

Meanwhile, the Taliban have

suspended trade with Pakistan totally

and have refused to open the border till

such time that Pakistan significantly

improves relations, putting the onus for

the reopening of the borders on the

latter.

This is another source of angst for

Pakistan, with its conflict with the

Taliban becoming an economic one

now.

While border closures with Pakistan

have brought considerable losses to

Afghanistan, the loss for Pakistani

traders has been greater. Pakistani

exporters are reportedly losing an

estimated $177 million per month due

to restricted cross-border trade.

Besides, the disruption of Afghanistan's

transit trade through Karachi Port has

also resulted in losses for Pakistani

transport companies, warehouses, port

activities, transit revenues, etc. While

Pakistan has now called for the

reopening of border crossings,

Afghanistan seems to be in no hurry to

do so, demanding that any such

resumption be within a framework of

strict conditions.

It's About Timing

India, on the other hand, has been

doing more than just filling the gaps

left behind by the Af-Pak conflict in

the supp ly  o f  commodi t ies  to

Afghanistan. While actively using the

Chabahar port for trade with and for

sending cargo to Afghanistan, it has

also decided to activate air corridors

between Indian cities and Kabul. This

has not only reduced Afghanistan's

dependence on Pakistan, but such

economic activity will also incentivise

the Taliban to ensure stability for India's

trade with Central Asia, to which

Pakistan has always played the

spoilsport. In turn, Afghanistan will be

able to realise its potential as a trade

hub in the region, bypassing Pakistan.

Why India Must Applaud - And Learn
From - Carney's Davos Speech

In the frost-bitten landscape of

Davos this week, Canadian Prime

Minister Mark Carney delivered a

speech that was less diplomatic

routine and more clarion call. In

essence, he outlined a manual for

survival that resonated around the

world.

Addressing the World

Economic Forum, Carney - a man

who transitioned from the central

banking boardrooms of London

and Ottawa to the helm of a G7

nation - spoke of a rupture in the

global system rather than a mere

transition. He announced the

death of the rules-based

international order, warning that

the grim reality where, in

Thucydides' classic formulation,

"the strong do what they can while

the weak suffer what they must",

is no longer a historical footnote,

but our current lived experience.

He was greeted with a standing

ovation. Many leaders wished they

had had the courage, or the nerve,

to deliver a version of the same

speech themselves.

For an Indian audience,

Carney's analysis should ring with

a familiar, if unsettling, clarity. As

we navigate 2026, the global

architecture we once relied upon

for trade and security, and served

to define our place in the world,

is being systematically

dismantled by President Trump's

great-power transactionalism. We

need to be as honest with

ourselves about the situation as

Carney was in his speech.

A Prescription For India, Too

Carney's prescription for

Canada - building strength at

home, diversifying abroad, and

forming issue-by-issue coalitions

- offers a compelling mirror for

India's own journey. Indeed, these

are the very elements I have been

stressing in my columns and

speeches over the past year.

However, for a subcontinental

giant like India, the path forward

requires a delicate balance

between Carney's approach and

our own aspirations: endorsing

the middle-power solidarity

Carney suggests while carving out

a unique trajectory rooted in our

own strategic autonomy. Carney's

most potent observation was that

nostalgia is not a strategy, urging

nations to stop waiting for a return

to the 1990s and to accept that

economic integration is now being

misused as a weapon. Whether

through aggressive tariffs or the

weaponisation of financial

chokepoints, the era of trade as

mutual benefit is being replaced

by an ethos of coercion.

India has long sensed this

shift. From our refusal to join the

RCEP to our Atmanirbhar Bharat

mission, New Delhi has

proactively moved toward "de-

risking" long before the term

became a Brussels buzzword.

We must endorse the Canadian

call for clarity; we cannot live

within the lie that global

institutions like the World Trade

Organization (WTO) or the UN

Security Council will protect our

interests in their current paralysed

states. Resilience today is not

about isolation, but about a

sovereignty anchored in the ability

to withstand external pressure.

The Great 'Middle'

This leads directly to the

power of the "middle". One of the

most actionable parts of the

Carney Doctrine is the call for

middle powers to band together,

arguing that while hegemons can

go it alone, everyone else is on

the menu if they aren't at the table

(a phrase I have used myself for

two decades, but which has never

seemed as apposite as now).

India finds itself in a unique

position here. While we often view

ourselves as a leading power

rather than a middle power, the

tactical benefits of Carney's

approach are immense. There is

a natural common cause to be

made with nations like Canada,

the UK, Japan, ASEAN and the

EU (and maybe even Russia).

For instance,  Canada's

massive investment in minerals

and energy is  a d i rect

opportunity for India's electric

vehic le and green-tech

ambitions. By joining "buyers'

clubs" with the G7 and Canada,

India can secure supply chains

that are currently choked by a

single-source monopoly. Similarly,

in the realms of AI and quantum

computing, India and Japan can

lead the way in creating open-

source democratic standards,

instead of being trapped under a

digital iron curtain that seems to

be falling between the US and

China. Much like Canada's

decision to join European defence

procurement initiatives, India can

deepen its Indo-European

security ties with Germany and

France, without giving up its first-

mover advantage with Russia, to

hedge against a potentially

inward-looking United States. By

collaborating with these powers,

India avoids the vassalage of the

re-emerging bipolar world. As a

"multi-aligned" power, we aren't

choosing a side, we are building

a network.

A Table Of Our Own

However, where Carney

speaks for a nation of 40 million,

New Delhi stands up for 1.4 billion.

Our scale dictates that we cannot

simply be a member of a middle-

power bloc; we must be an

anchor. There are significant

areas where India must deviate

from the Carney blueprint and

follow its own path of strategic

autonomy, most notably

regarding our leadership of the

Global South - who represent the

Silenced Majority of the human

race. While Carney focuses on

values-based trade with the

West, India's destiny is

inextricably linked to the Global

South. Our influence in Africa

and Southeast Asia is not just

about trade; it is about providing

an alternative model of

development that is neither

Western-prescriptive nor

Chinese-coercive. India must

remain the bridge between the

Davos elite and the developing

world.

Furthermore, we must

navigate the Russia-China

paradox with a level of

pragmatism that middle powers

in the West do not require. For

Canada, Russia is a clear-cut

adversary. For India, the

relationship is nuanced by

decades of defence history,

diplomatic support and a

pragmatic need for energy

security. Our multi-alignment

strategy - in this case, engaging

with the Quad while maintaining

our involvement with BRICS - is

a necessity. And unlike Canada,

which just signed a major

agreement with China in Beijing,

we have a long-disputed frontier

with China, which Beij ing

periodically probes. Canada

does not have Chinese troops

nibbling away at its territory.

Nonetheless, we must

continue to resist the pressure to

pick a side in conflicts that do not

serve our immediate national

interest. This external autonomy

must be backed by domestic

fortresses. Carney spoke of

building strength at home through

tax reform and inter-provincial

trade, but India's task is more

Herculean. Our fortress must be

built on the rapid formalisation of

our economy, the massive skilling

of our youth, and the creation of

a technological infrastructure and

a manufacturing base that can

serve as a global alternative to

China. Our strategic autonomy is

only as strong as our GDP growth.

What 'Power' Now Means

The world Carney describes is

one of variable geometry - a

messy, fragmented, but highly

active international system. We

are moving toward a multinodal

world where influence is acquired

less by achieving a seat at the

UN Security Council (whose

relevance is increasingly

questioned), and more by the

leverage that comes from the

relevance of one's domestic

market and the attractiveness and

reliability of one's exports. To

cope, India must be both

principled and pragmatic. Multi-

alignment and strategic autonomy

are not just slogans: they must

be instruments of obtaining and

deploying the leverage we are still

developing and have not yet fully

acquired.

India should applaud Carney

for calling out the hypocrisy of the

old order and join him in building

new, resilient trade corridors. But

we must also remember that in

the "world of fortresses" that the

Canadian decried, India is a

continent-sized entity. Our best

defence is not just a seat at the

table, but the realisation that we

can construct our own table at

which others will wish to be

served.

Carney said he wanted to

move from reliance on "the

strength of our values" to "the

value of our strength". In that area,

India has so much more strength

to invest in, from its imminent

ascent to being the world's third-

largest economy, to its

increasingly-acknowledged

status as a first-tier AI power, to

the value of its pluralism and

diversity and the allure of its soft

power.

From the Himalayas to

the Indian Ocean, it is our job to

ensure that while the old rules

may be fading, the new ones will

not be written without us

Rising inflation and economic un-

certainty impacted discretionary

spending, leading families to

scale back on recreational out-

ings Despite the lower gate num-

bers, the zoo saw a “silver lin-

ing” in its financial resilience.

Membership renewals and edu-

cational program enrollments re-

mained steady, and spend-per-

guest metrics actually in-

creased, helping to offset the

loss in total ticket volume. The

Decline in GTHA Condo

As conversations con-

tinue, the stakes remain high for both

sides of the debate.The impact of social

Carney Calls for a New Global Strategy as Old
World Order Fractures, Speaking at Davos

Prime Minister Mark Carney used his

address at the World Economic Forum in

Davos to deliver one of the most direct

foreign policy speeches by a Canadian

leader in years, arguing that the long re-

lied upon rules based international order

is no longer functioning as advertised.

Speaking to global political and business

leaders, Carney said the world is no longer

in a period of transition but experiencing

a clear rupture, driven by rising rivalry

among major powers and the increasing

use of trade, finance, and supply chains

as tools of coercion. According to Global

News, Carney warned that pretending the

old system still works only weakens coun-

tries that continue to rely on it.Carney

framed his argument through the lens of

middle powers like Canada, which he said

face a critical choice in a world dominated

by the interests of the United States,

China, and Russia. Referencing the writ-

ings of Czech dissident Václav Havel,

Carney argued that many nations have

continued to publicly support global rules

they privately know are no longer enforced

evenly. He said this quiet compliance has

allowed structural imbalances to persist,

even as tariffs, sanctions, and economic

pressure are used more aggressively by

powerful states.  According to Global

News, the prime minister made clear that

Canada is shifting away from passive reli-

ance on global institutions and toward

what he described as value based real-

ism. This approach, he said, combines a

firm commitment to democratic principles,

sovereignty, and human rights with a prag-

matic understanding that not all partners

share the same values. Carney empha-

sized that Canada is no longer relying

solely on moral authority, but is actively

strengthening its economic and strategic

position through domestic investment, de-

fence spending, and diversified interna-

tional partnerships. Carney outlined a

broad agenda aimed at reducing vulner-

ability and increasing resilience. He high-

lighted the removal of federal barriers to

interprovincial trade, major investments in

energy, artificial intelligence, and critical

minerals, and a significant increase in de-

fence spending by the end of the decade.

Internationally, he pointed to new trade

and security agreements across Europe,

Asia, and the Middle East, as well as

deeper cooperation with NATO allies and

emerging coalitions on issues ranging

from Ukraine to Arctic security. Speaking

to Global News, Carney stressed that

middle powers gain leverage not by act-

ing alone, but by coordinating strategically

with one another.In closing, Carney said

Canada is choosing to confront global re-

alities honestly rather than clinging to

nostalgia for a system that no longer de-

livers fairness or stability. He described

Canada as a country with resources, tal-

ent, capital, and democratic legitimacy

that many others seek in an uncertain

world. According to Global News, Carney

concluded that middle powers must stop

performing sovereignty while accepting

subordination, and instead work together

to build a more resilient and cooperative

global framework.
